As part of Disability Awareness Month in March, Purdue's Disability
Resource Center (DRC) aims to start an interactive conversation
about campus accessibility.

The DRC is currently accepting submissions for its Photo Voice
Project, a social media photography campaign to promote disability ?GRDUE UNIVERSITy '
awareness. Purdue community members are encouraged to take = :
pictures of campus environments to highlight accessible and
inaccessible spaces and share them using the hashtag #BoilerVoice.
As there are many different kinds of disabilities, there are also
diverse reasons why a space may be considered particularly
accessible or inaccessible. For example, people with mobility issues
might find non-electronic doors inaccessible, while people with
learning or sensory disabilities might have difficulty with certain
print fonts and spaces that are noisy or crowded. Examples of more
accessible environments might include classrooms with wheelchair-
accessible desks, videos with closed captions, course materials in
large, legible print, and quiet or peaceful spaces.
